I must have a heightened Reverence for God. This is called

The 2 Definitions of Fear:
1.

When God shows us a fraction of His glory, our response is fear —a humble,
holy reverence for Him. It's like the veil drops from my eyes, and | gasp at how
great, and how close, and how real He is.

To Stay Gripped By the Greatness of God...
I must Respond to Him by my life to His Word.

God doesn't grip us with His greatness so we can merely know more
about him and reverence Him more. He grips us so we will actually do
something different with and in our lives.

This is the one | esteem: he who is humble and contrite in spirit, and trembles
at My word. (emphasis added) Isaiah 66:2b
