…It’s A                       Of Life (I John 3: 11-15)
We know that we have passed from death  
to life, because we love our brothers.  
Anyone who does not love remains in death.  
(v. 14)

At the close of his ministry, Jesus looks forward 
to his death on the cross, the open tomb and 
the ascension. Knowing that he is about to 
leave, Jesus prepares his disciples for what is to 
come. It is here that he makes clear what will 
be the distinguishing mark of the Christian: 
Love one another; as I have loved you, you 
must also love one another. By this shall 
all men know you are my disciples if you 
have love for one another. This passage 
reveals the mark that Jesus gives to label a 
Christian…at all times and at all places until 
he returns.
